FROM THE PRINCIPAL:

We will be entering the last 3 weeks of the Fall 2009 Semester upon our return from the Thanksgiving Holiday.  Time has really flown these past months, and we encourage you to talk with your son/daughter and to keep the “drive alive” as we approach semester finals.  These last weeks can improve grades and academic standing tremendously with concentrated, focused effort on class work and daily attendance. Prior to issuing the sophomore laptops we will have a Sophomore Family Night to explain the program and have parents/guardian authorize the use of the equipment. An important meeting will be held for all parents interested in learning about and signing-up for the Parent Portal.  This meeting will be held on Wednesday, December 2nd, at 6:30pm in our gymnasium.   The Parent Portal is a method for parents/guardians to view grades and academic progress for their child through the use of the Internet. Parents must register to use this free service.  We hope all households will take advantage of this free service, thereby, allowing the family an avenue to monitor the progress and the current status of their child’s coursework.  Please join us on December 2nd to participate in this school-to-community initiative. (See the attached informational flyer in this newsletter for more detail.)  

The holiday season is upon us, but at Grace King High School the students give of themselves all year long.  A few examples of their generosity are listed here.  Recently the Key Club sponsored a blood drive on campus and our students gave over 135 units to the Ochsner Blood Center.   These units can be used for over 405 different blood components to help save lives.  This time our students donated the most units ever collected at Grace King High School.  Additionally the Student Council sponsored a “Penny Wars” competition between the classes.  The students gave/collected over $2,000 to be given away to two local charities, Shriner’s Hospital for Children and the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society.  Coming soon in December our students will purchase, assemble, and distribute over 250 tricycles to children in need in our area, assisted with grant money from the Brown Foundation.  Our students are good citizens, and are always looking for ways to help others in need.  Therefore, it is fitting at this time of the year to think of others and how we all can help make the lives of those less fortunate more joyous.  The holidays will present opportunities for families to gather and celebrate their good fortunes.  Don’t forget to share your family, your time, and your resources with others. UNEXCUSED ABSENCE POLICY REMINDER:
  According to state guidelines and our school system calendar, in order to be eligible to receive grades and earn credit in a full unit course taken in either semester, a student is not allowed more than seven (7) unexcused absences throughout the entire semester in which that full unit course is taken.

     Our school system recognizes the following reasons that would result in an absence to be classified as an excused absence which do not count toward the total number of absences allowed during a nine weeks or semester.  They are as follows:
1. A physical or emotional illness as verified by a doctor’s note within five (5) days of the absence(s)

2. An extended hospital stay as verified by a doctor’s note

3. An extended recuperation from an accident as verified by a doctor’s note

4. An extended contagious disease with a family as verified by a doctor’s note

5. A prior school system’s approval for educational purposes

6. A death in the immediate family (not to exceed five school days)

7. A religious observance of special and recognized holidays of the child’s faith
8. A natural catastrophe or disaster
